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Gresham, Ore.— Gresham Police is asking for the public’s assistance in the investigation of a stabbing
that occurred at NE Hogan Rd and NE 19 St. Officers responded to a 911 call reporting a man had
been stabbed just before 3:45 p.m. and provided care to the victim before medical responders arrived.
Available Gresham Police officers and assisting Multhomah County Sheriff’s Office (MCSO) deputies
surrounded the area while a MCSO canine deputy searched the area with a tracking dog. Despite a
large police presence and a canine search, the suspect was not located. The victim was transported to

an area hospital with critical injuries.

Detectives responded to the scene and are continuing the investigation. Gresham Police Detective
Tyson Conroy stated, “This occurred along a busy road and it is possible there are witnesses that saw
the incident or the events leading up to it.”
